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Intended Purpose and Performance 
 
The intended purpose of the Prestige Medical L3 Hand-piece Lubricator is to clean and 
lubricate dental instruments. The automatic process provides efficient lubrication to prolong 
the life and performance of handpiece bearings and cleaning using lubricant and compressed 
air. 
 
The unit eliminates the residual lubricant that occurs with traditional spray bottle methods. 
Residual lubricant can clog bearings and increases wear.  
 
The unit will simultaneously accommodate 3 high-speed instruments, and 1 low-speed 
instrument, in a vertical position to assist draining. The instrument stations automatically tilt at 
45ë when the door is opened to allow for easy installation and removal. 
Used lubricant within the instrument is collected in an easily removed tray below the stations.  
 
For contra-angle hand-pieces the unit has a low-speed motor that turns the gears during 
lubrication, significantly improving the cleaning and lubrication process 
 
The unit has a built-in filtration system with a vacuum fan eliminating all oil mist and odour 
through special filters. 
 
The Prestige Medical L3 Hand-piece Lubricator has been designed to perform to guidelines 
recommended by instrument manufacturers. A stringent quality control programme ensures 
that every unit is manufactured and tested under controlled conditions to ensure that all units 
perform identically.

Controls 
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Operating the “ L3”  
 
Preparation 
 
1. Before providing power to the unit, ensure that the oil tank has sufficient oil. If the oil is 

below the minimum level line visible at the front of the unit then it must be filled with the 
lubricant oil appropriate to the hand-pieces installed. 
To replenish the oil, pull back the lid at the top of the unit (Fig 1). The oil tank lid is 
removed by turning anticlockwise. After filling do not tighten the lid closed – the tank 
should be allowed some air access to improve flow. 
It is essential that the oil used is one recommended by the hand-piece 
manufacturer. 

2. Turn on the mains supply and then the switch located at the rear of the unit. 
 
3. The unit requires a few seconds to charge up the pressure valves within the lubricating 

system. It is recommended to wait until the air pressure, indicated by the gauge, is a 
minimum of 7 bar. 

 
Operation 
 
4. Push the door at the top to open (Fig. 2). 
5. The door will drop automatically to a horizontal level. It should not be pushed past the 

horizontal position. 
6. The instrument connector stations will automatically turn outwards 45ë to allow easier 

installation. 
7. There are 4 instrument stations – 3 high-speed and 1 low-speed.  
8. The position of each station from left to right corresponds to the numbered control panel 

button. 
9. After inserting the instrument, press the relevant button and the unit operation will begin.  

The light next to the button confirms this operation.  
10. When the light switches off the process is complete. 
11. All 4 instrument stations can be operated at the same time. 
 
12. Do not open the door until all lights are off and the air-exhaust is completed. 

The process will stop automatically if the door is opened. 
 
13. Do not press the control panel button if there is no instrument connected.  
 
14. After pressing the panel button, the fan will start immediately and the oil-ejector after 3 

seconds. 
The unit will then repeat a 5 second process cycle three times. 
 
The total process time is around 40 seconds. 

 
Notes 
·  The low-speed station (No. 1) should be fitted with a quick-coupler appropriate for each 

manufacturer’s hand-piece. These are available as accessories from Prestige Medical 
Ltd., or their appointed dealer, or the hand-piece manufacturer. 

·  The unit has a built-in water filter on the compressed air supply. When the air 
compressor is switched off at the end of the day, the unit will automatically drain this 
water into the waste tray. 

·  Any single station cannot be re-used while the other stations are in process. If a station-
operating button is re-activated while other stations still have in-process lights on, then no 
oil will be available for that re-activated station.

Operating Instructions 
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To ensure that your Prestige Medical L3 Hand-piece Lubricator continues to operate within 
the design parameters it is recommended that the following checks are performed on a 
regular basis. Please note that completion of these checks is not a substitute for regular 
servicing and maintenance by a suitably qualified engineer.  
  
 
Daily Checks 
 
The following checks should be performed 
before use each day: 
 
·  Check cleanliness of all external 

surfaces. 
 

The outside of the unit may be 
cleaned with a weak mixture of 
detergent and water. 

 
·  Check that the inside of the unit is 

clean and free from any deposits. 
 

Remove any deposits by cleaning with 
a weak mixture of detergent and 
water. 
 

 
Ensure that unit is disconnected from 
the mains electrical supply before 
cleaning. 

 
·  Check the oil level is above the 

minimum level in the oil tank before 
operating the machine 

 
·  The waste oil and water must be 

emptied from the removable waste 
tray every day (minimum) 

 
Please take extreme care not to spill 
the contents if the tray is full. 
Most handpiece lubrication oils are 
safe to handle and dispose of through 
domestic waste systems. This should 
be confirmed with the supplier. 

 
·  It is recommended to switch off the 

mains power supply at the end of each 
day. 

 
 
 
 

Weekly Checks  
 
The following checks should be performed 
every week: 
 
·  Check that the door hinges are 

operating correctly and have not 
been damaged due to excess loads 
placed on the open door.  

 
Placing any item or applying pressure to 
the open door should be avoided.
